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Today marks the beginning of Holy Week 
During these days leading up to the Cross and Resurrection, 
we are invited to come together to hear the stories once again, 
and to embark on the journey with Jesus that forever changed 
the world.  Each step on the journey is significant, and each is 
an invitation to grow closer to our Savior.  
 
PALM SUNDAY:  Also known as Passion Sunday 
This Sunday before Easter remembers Jesus’  triumphant entry 
into Jerusalem near the end of a public ministry spent almost 
entirely outside Israel’s capital city.  Yet, the celebration did-
n’ t last long, and within days, the crowds were shouting 
“Crucify him!”  
 
MAUNDY THURSDAY: The Last Supper  
The Thursday before Easter remembers the night before Jesus 

died, when he shared a “ last supper”  with his friends and 
washed their feet as a sign of the “new commandment”  (Latin: 
mandatum novum, hence the name “Maundy Thursday”), 
namely, that they “ love one another.”   
 
GOOD FRIDAY: Crucifixion  
It is called “good” because of all the wonder and meaning that 
flowed from it.  This is the day when Jesus was handed over 
to trial, tortured, forced to carry his cross...through the streets 
of Jerusalem, nailed to the cross on the hill...and allowed to 
die a slow and agonizing death. 
 
EASTER DAY: Resurrection 
This day is the most important celebration for Christians.  
Through Jesus’  resurrection, we discover that death has been 
conquered.  We have been given the gift of eternal life!
